Many of 

you have asked ―what do you need?‖ This is 

one area where your church can get involved.

     The International Maritime Organization has declared 

2010 as ―The Year of the Seafarer.‖  This was done in ―an 

attempt to allow the maritime community to pay tribute to 

seafarers for their unique contribution to society and in         

recognition of the vital part they play in the facilitation of 

global trade.‖ Secretary-General of the IMO said ―Seafarers 

deserve respect and recognition: let us resolve, during 2010, 

to ensure that this message is trumpeted loud and clear.‖ 

     Texas Port Ministry, formerly the Seaman’s Center, was 

founded to minister to seafaring men and women aboard the 

ships in and out of Freeport.  In over 35 years of ministry to 

these seafarers we have sought to encourage them in their 

work, give them a welcoming place to rest and play during 

their off time, and help them to connect with friends and   

family back home.  Some of the methods we’ve used over the 

years have changed as technology and seafarer needs have 

changed, but the message of Christ’s love that we bring to 

these men and women remains the same—that God loves each 

of us regardless of nationality, gender, or job title.

     Texas Port Ministry, with the partner-

ship of local churches, will provide a hot 

meal each Monday to port workers and 

truckers who come to the ministry center.  

This meal will be free, but donations will 

be accepted to help offset the cost of     

paper goods.  This is one area where your 

church can get involved on a short term 

basis that will be of great benefit to our 

mission.  If you or your church group 

would like to provide one of these meals, 

please contact us to schedule a date.  

     When your group brings a meal to the 

center, come prepared to meet new people, 

laugh, and share God’s love with them. 

Men, women, and children are welcome to 

come help with Monday Meals. Come and 

be a part of the exciting things that God is 

doing in the Freeport Harbor Community!
