Nearly two years ago we rolled out a plan to begin new ministry to the truck drivers that come into 

Port Freeport.  The dry cargo area alone estimates between 150,000-200,000 trucks per year.  This is a 

huge people group that has previously been unreached by Texas Port Ministry.  We asked you to pray 

about God’s leadership and guidance in this area of truck driver ministry.   

We have had minimal and varied success at this endeavor.  Since no one else is doing truck driver 

ministry in the way that we were trying to do it, there was no model for us to go by.  We were forging 

new ground and truly going where no man has gone before.   

We’ve had a few volunteers who have committed to truck driver ministry.  We’ve participated in                       

several Truck Driver Appreciation Events.  But we haven’t had a point person to lead the way in              

developing this area - until now!!!  We are excited to introduce you to the newest member of the              

ministry team at Texas Port Ministry.   

My name is Robyn Crosby. I grew up in Lake Jackson and first visited the Freeport Seaman’s Center 

at it’s former location as an R.A. at FBC Lake Jackson. I remember being very impressed as a child by 

the freighters and tankers I saw while fishing in the Old River and the harbor area.  I responded to the 

call to ministry in Navy Chaplaincy while participating in the Explorer program at Coast Guard Sta-

tion Freeport during high school. I received a B.A. in Religion from East Texas Baptist University and 

a Master of Divinity from Southwestern Baptist Theological Seminary. I was ordained in August of 

this year at Brazos Pointe Fellowship. It’s my goal at Texas Port Ministry to help develop the ministry 

to the truck drivers that come through the Port of Freeport. 

Robyn will be working with us on a part time basis for the next year.  He will be helping to develop 

our truck driver ministry by visiting trucks, conducting surveys of truck drivers to see what areas of 

ministry are most needed, and training volunteers to continue this ministry. 

We are continuing to search for God’s leadership and direction in this ministry.  We ask you to               

continue to pray that God will open doors for ministry to truck drivers.

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Lunchtime Bible Study 
Many of you have partnered with us in Monday Meals to minister to port workers in the Freeport Harbor                          

Community.  We are so grateful for your continued support in that ministry.  Because of the ministry you participate 

in we’ve been able to take the next step and begin a lunchtime Bible study with some of the port workers.  We began 

the Bible study in September and have about 8 people coming each week.  As with Monday Meals we have some 

regulars who come every week and a few who show up sporadically.   

 

Just this week, at the request of some of our attenders, we split into two groups.  We now have a men’s Bible study 

led by Bobby and a women’s Bible study led by Michelle.  It is exciting to see the way God is working in our Bible 

study time.  People are asking questions about spiritual matters and seeking God, some for the first time in their 

lives.  Pray that God would continue to reveal Himself to these men and women.  Pray that they would continue to 

seek after Him and eventually come to know Him as their Savior and Lord.
